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 Safe Use of Quick Hitches 
There has been a recent incident where an attachment was being moved by an excavator crane and that it was only picked up on the one pin. The operator when attempting to place the attachment back on the ground it fell a distance causing damage to the attachment but thankfully no personal injury.
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This type of quick hitch is designed to be used utilising both pin locations and as from receipt of this notice, all operations including lifting and shifting of attachments must be undertaken using both pin retaining devices. Accessories with only the one pin link will only be permitted if mounted directly into the dipper arm via the bucket pivot point.
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
