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 Excavator motion cut out lever. 
There has been a recent incident where an excavator was stood down from immediate work with its bucket resting lightly on its flatbed trailer. The operator on attempting to retrieve some item from behind his seat inadvertently caught the slew lever that resulted in the boom of the machine swinging to the side. This could have resulted in serious injury to personnel in the area.

It is not always practical to stop the machines engine due to a timely re-start process but, all machines when standing down from operations must have the hydraulic cut out  safety arm or device actuated  and the park brake applied.
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You are reminded that no personnel should approach or pass any machine while being operated before obtaining the attention of the machine Controller or the Operator.
