	Description of incident:

A recently fitted female quick coupler connector on the dipper arm of a 14t 360 excavator (normally used on this site to attach a torque head motor) failed when no pipes were connected in the “blank mode” and the excavator was operating normal duties. This caused the metallurgical components to be fired across the site at extreme velocity under terrific pressure. 

	Some oil was also lost from the machine which was contained with a spill kit. 
The fitter from a National hose repair company after initial investigation advised that the female coupler in blank mode only had a rated pressure capacity of 100bar with the male couplers having a capacity of 250 bar. However the JZ 140 excavator has a facility to boost the pressure on the dipper arm to 340 bar. The machine was not working in boost mode during the failure. 

	Remedial actions:

Work was stopped immediately. Other sites on the GSMr project being checked to ensure that high capacity couplers are fitted to the machine’s dipper arms where applicable.
Plant specialists in the company being consulted. Potential alert required.
