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Loading of Rail Trailers





Following the de-railment of a rail trailer the following must be noted





There are two trailer types


A three point suspension arrangement (with one oscillating axle) where the load should be concentrated as shown:

A four point suspension arrangement where the load should be distributed evenly

If you are loading trailers you should know which trailer type you have and load accordingly (Rexquote trailers generally have an oscillating axle).  In the near future there will be an M&EE COP on loading of trailers
